Their typical day is 2 % hours of rcfearsal in the maning, 3 % houts of
theate related dasses ir ft e aftemoon, and 2 % hours of rchearsal in the evening...with a auple d
houts of rcdeation time scafrercd throughout the day for them to rclat< and depressuize. ln faq thafs a
very rough sketch of the Stage&or staff membeB' day as well. Our kkls arc ve,y focused and
dedicated to theatre, it's their passion ...thaf passio, and firc for theatrc E what we look for in our staff.

WHAT'S THE FACILITY LIKE? ln middle of the 2oth Century the Catskill Mountains werc a vety
popular vacation destination and sevenl latge resoft facilities sp,.a.ng up. Over the yearc these p/aces
closed due to a decline in toudsm and many of them have now been convefted into summer /rJheats,
camps and privafe sct ools. Stagedoor is one of those old ,esoft hotel @mplexes nesfled in the heart of
New York's Cabkill Mountains. Now when visualizing Stagedoor donT focus on the word "resot as
much as you do the wod 'oW in the previous sentence. While Wing to paint a true piclurc of the
facility I dont want you to think ifs gefting ready to fall to the g,ound either...Stage&or has a very ruslic
cham and patt of that chander includes the 40 cp,ats of paint on the walls, 196O's architeclue and
somewhat wam carpets in spo|a. . .at the end of the day we aE a camp, and by camp standads have a
one of the more comfaftable camps in America.

The geognphic region where Stagedoor is located is very runl with small lakes, hidng trails and
tiny villages...as well as New Yotk CW less than a 2 hour dive. The campus is composed of the main
building (our office-camper housing-statr housing-3 theatres), a @uple of dom facilities, our outdar
drama spaces, our 2 laryer theatres, tennis coutts, an indoor & outdoor pool as welt as well kept |awns
and a laee op€'n field.

WHAT ARE THE HOUSING ARRANGEIIENTS LIKE? First of all, staff members do not sharc rooms
with campers at Stagedoor.

+ Counsefors Wcaily live 4 to a rcom with a private bath and these rcoms would be on the same
hallway as the campers ffiey are assign ed to supeNise.

+ Technicaf stafr will have one otzer roommate, while nomally most designers have a single,oom,
and both are housed in a wing completely sepante fiom the campers. Arlistic statr will live in
single rcoms wifll a sharcd bath down the hall.

+ Artistic slarT wing is somewhat secluded fmm the campe/s housing but not entirely.
+ Support sfatr &rtchen-housekeeping-etc) sharc 2 or 3 to a rcom in the Tech wing. All statr rcoms

have loct$ for which you will be issued a key.
Our housekeeping statr is very meticulous and keeps the vadous buildings at Stagedoor quite
clean ...with the exception of your rcom, which is ywr rcsponsibility. lntemational stafi wil! be pavided
wrth sheefs, towels, pillows and blankeb. lt's very much like living in a college or boading sdtool style
dotmitoty-

The dining hall is a large air-conditioned cafeteia style room. There arc sevenl hot food items
on the line for every meal as well as a full salad bar for lunch & dinner. Frcsh fruit and cercal are also
offered at every meal. Meals aE also offeed for those who must wo* late nights (Tedl stafr & the On-
Duty aunselorc).

WHAT HOURS WfLL I WORK? Wotuing at a summer camp means that Wu will be wotuing very
inegular hours that make for a long day. However, you will get a 24 hour day-off every week.
